History 

Going back 2500 years before Christ of Scandinavian origin Ski-Joering simply means 

transportation of the Lapp. Why not try this ancient form of transportation for yourself and 

be pulled along behind a horse by a long set of reigns whist on skis.  

Location 

Tignes – Le Lac, Espace Killy  

Altitude 2100m - Situated beside the village directly on the lake 

Operation Times 

Tuesdays to Sundays 1200hrs – 1400hrs (Monday Closed) 

Best times are 1230hrs – 1300hrs and 1300hrs – 1330hrs 

Operation 

Initiation you will learn how to ski behind and control the horse on your own and in all 

three paces  

Duration & Format 

5 - 10 minute - introduction to the staff, briefing about the activity  

30 minutes - Ski-Joering  

5 minutes - handing in equipment  

Restrictions 

16+ - Under-18s must have written consent. 

Have good balance and good skiing ability  

Must be able to ski parallel  

Equipment Supplied 

Horse, Harness and Guide 

Suggested Items 

Ski Clothing - Jacket, ski trousers, hat, gloves, glasses or goggles, Ski boots and skis  

Numbers 

Minimum 1 / Maximum 2 - every half hour
